2. Opportunity in conjunction with “Reunion Basics training to family members” Task 1.5.13

3. Unit Chaplain, rear detachment chaplain, FRG Volunteer, chaplain assistant, unit officer or NCO

Standard:

1. Introduce a marital self-assessment tool of the current state of the family member’s marriage.

2. Emphasize that the tool is for self-assessment only and will not be collected or reviewed by anyone except the person taking the tool.

3. Emphasize the benefit of marriage education in the reintegration process and announce that a day long marriage education workshop will be part of the reintegration phase after leave (AC)
