1.  PURPOSE.

A.  THIS MESSAGE CONVEYS STOP MOVEMENT GUIDANCE IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX, WHILE CONTINUING TO MAINTAIN PERSONNEL READINESS REQUIREMENTS FOR THE REST OF THE FORCE.  THE PRIMARY INTENT IS TO MAINTAIN PERSONNEL OPERATING STRENGTHS TO PROVIDE COHESION, STABILITY OF UNITS AND TO STABILIZE ALERTED CONUS AND OCONUS UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX.  

B.  THIS MESSAGE APPLIES ONLY, REPEAT ONLY, TO ACTIVE COMPONENT UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX.  FOR THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE, AC UNITS ARE CONSIDERED ON ALERT UNDER THE FOLLOWING TWO CONDITIONS:

(1)  UNITS ARE CONSIDERED ON ALERT ON THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF A MACOM APPROVED FINAL DEPLOYMENT ORDER (DEPORD) IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX.  UPON RECEIPT OF A MACOM APPROVED FINAL DEPORD AND FINAL SOURCING INFORMATION (UIC) FROM FORCE PROVIDER (I.E., FORSCOM, USAREUR), EACH MACOM FORCE PROVIDER WILL IMMEDIATELY PROVIDE UNIT ALERT DATA TO PERSCOM DCSOPS.

(2)  UNITS ARE ALSO CONSIDERED ON ALERT IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX ON THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF COMBATANT COMMANDER NOTIFICATION TO EXECUTE OPORD XXXX; UNITS ON THE TIME PHASED FORCE DEPLOYMENT LIST (TPFDL) ARE ON ALERT.  ARMY G-3 WILL NOTIFY PERSCOM DCSOPS ON THE EXECUTION DATE OF OPORD XXXX.  PERSCOM DCSOPS HAS THE TPFDL FOR OPORD XXXX AND CAN TRACK DEPLOYMENT DATES IN CONCERT WITH STOP MOVEMENT POLICY.

C.  STOP LOSS WILL BE CONSIDERED FOR EXECUTION IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX, DEPENDENT ON FUTURE EVENTS.

D.  THIS MESSAGE IS IN FOUR PARTS:

(1)  PART I – STOP MOVEMENT FOR ALERTED UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX AFFECTED BY CONUS TO CONUS PCS MOVES.

(2)  PART II – STOP MOVEMENT FOR ALERTED UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX AFFECTED BY CONUS-TO-OCONUS PCS MOVES.

(3)  PART III – STOP MOVEMENT FOR ALERTED UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX AFFECTED BY OCONUS-TO-CONUS PCS MOVES.

(4)  PART IV – STOP MOVEMENT ACTIONS FOR ALL ALERTED UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX.

2.  THERE IS NO, REPEAT NO, CORRESPONDING STOP LOSS ACTION FOR ACTIVE COMPONENT UNITS ALERTED FOR DEPLOYMENT IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX.  THE ARMY’S 12-MONTH, SKILL-BASED STOP LOSS POLICY AND RESERVE COMPONENT (RC) UNIT STOP LOSS POLICY REMAIN UNCHANGED.   

3.  UPON ALERT NOTIFICATION IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE, PROVISIONS OF THE ARMY’S STOP MOVEMENT PROGRAM WILL BE EXECUTED FOR ALL SOLDIERS ASSIGNED TO THE ALERTED UNIT.

PART I – STOP MOVEMENT FOR ALERTED UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX AFFECTED BY CONUS TO CONUS PCS MOVES.

4.  UPON ALERT NOTIFICATION IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE, CONUS-TO-CONUS ASSIGNMENT INSTRUCTIONS (REQUEST FOR ORDERS/ASSIGNMENT INSTRUCTIONS (RFO/AI)), FOR ALL ASSIGNED SOLDIERS, WHO HAVE NOT DEPARTED THEIR HOME STATION, ARE REVOKED.  

A.  EXCEPTIONS FOLLOW: 

(1)  SOLDIERS WITH RFO/AI REPORT DATES TO SCHOOLS TDY ENROUTE OR PERMANENT DUTY STATION (PDS) WITHIN 60 DAYS OF UNIT ALERT (PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE) WILL CONTINUE TO COMPLY WITH HQDA PCS ORDERS AND REPORT TO THEIR NEW UNIT OF ASSIGNMENT.  COMMANDERS MAY REQUEST AN EXCEPTION TO THIS POLICY BASED ON OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS.

(2)  SOLDIERS IN INITIAL ENTRY TRAINING (IET) (I.E., BCT, AIT, OSUT, OBC) WILL CONTINUE ON ASSIGNMENT INSTRUCTIONS FROM IET.  IET SOLDIERS WILL CONTINUE TO COMPLY WITH RFO/AI UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE.  HOWEVER, COMMANDER, PERSCOM MAY ISSUE NEW ASSIGNMENT INSTRUCTIONS FOR SOLDIERS CURRENTLY IN A TRAINING OR STUDENT STATUS. 

B.  FOR CLARIFICATION:  SOLDIERS WITH RFO/AI REPORT DATES 61 DAYS OR GREATER FROM UNIT ALERT NOTIFICATION (PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE) WILL REMAIN IN THEIR CURRENT DUTY ASSIGNMENT.  

(1)  MACOM COMMANDERS WILL REPORT ENLISTED SOLDIERS WHO ARE EXCESS TO THEIR NEEDS TO COMMANDER, PERSCOM, ATTN:  TAPC-PLO FOR DISPOSITION.  REPORT WILL INCLUDE SOLDIER’S NAME, GRADE, SSN, MOS. 

(2)  MACOMS WILL PROVIDE A STANDARD NAME LINE (SNL) AND UIC LIST OF OFFICERS AND WARRANT OFFICERS WITH REPORT DATES GREATER THAN 61 DAYS FROM ALERT DATE (PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE) TO COMMANDER, PERSCOM (TAPC-OPD-M) WITHIN 14 DAYS OF UNIT ALERT NOTIFICATION TO FACILITATE THE REVIEW AND REVOCATION PROCESS.  PERSCOM WILL NOTIFY MACOMS OF PCS REVOCATION EXCEPTIONS WITHIN 14 DAYS OF RECEIPT OF MACOM LIST.

PART II – STOP MOVEMENT FOR ALERTED UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX AFFECTED BY CONUS-TO-OCONUS PCS MOVES. 

5.  STOP MOVEMENT POLICY FOR UNITS ALERTED IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX FOR CONUS TO OCONUS PCS MOVES IS THE SAME AS IN PART I.

A.  THE FOLLOWING EXCEPTION APPLIES FOR OCONUS PCS MOVES:  THE MOVEMENT OF THE SOLDIER’S FAMILY MEMBERS, HHG AND POV TO THE OVERSEAS COMMAND AT GOVERNMENT EXPENSE IS SUSPENDED FOR SOLDIERS WITH RFO/AI REPORT DATES OF 61 DAYS OR GREATER BEYOND UNIT ALERT NOTIFICATION (PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE).  

B.  SOLDIERS WITH OCONUS REPORT DATES WITHIN 60 DAYS OF UNIT ALERT NOTIFICATION (PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE) WILL CONTINUE TO COMPLY WITH HQDA RFO/AI.  COMMANDERS MAY REQUEST AN EXCEPTION TO THIS POLICY BASED ON OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS.

PART III – STOP MOVEMENT FOR ALERTED UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX AFFECTED BY OCONUS-TO-CONUS PCS MOVES. 

6.  FOR OCONUS UNITS ALERTED IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX, THE OVERSEAS TOURS OF ALL SOLDIERS ASSIGNED WITH CONUS RFO/AI REPORT DATES 61 DAYS OR MORE FROM UNIT ALERT NOTIFICATION (PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE) WILL BE SUBJECT TO AN INVOLUNTARILY FOREIGN SERVICE TOUR EXTENTION (IFSTE) BEYOND THE SOLDIER’S DEROS FOR UP TO 180 DAYS. 

A.  OCONUS MACOM COMMANDERS WILL REPORT ENLISTED SOLDIERS WHO ARE INVOLUNTARILY EXTENDED AND ARE CONSIDERED EXCESS TO COMMANDER, PERSCOM, ATTN:  TAPC-PLO FOR DISPOSITION.  REPORT WILL INCLUDE SOLDIER’S NAME, GRADE, SSN, MOS.  

B.  OCONUS MACOMS WILL PROVIDE A STANDARD NAME LINE (SNL) AND UIC LIST OF OFFICERS AND WARRANT OFFICERS WITH REPORT DATES GREATER THAN 61 DAYS FROM UNIT ALERT NOTIFICATION (PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE) TO COMMANDER, PERSCOM (TAPC-OPD-M) WITHIN 14 DAYS OF ALERT TO FACILITATE THE REVIEW OF THE IFSTE PROCESS.  PERSCOM WILL NOTIFY MACOMS OF IFSTE EXCEPTIONS WITHIN 14 DAYS OF RECEIPT OF MACOM LIST.

C.  ICW COMMANDER, PERSCOM, ARMY G-1 WILL DETERMINE ACTUAL LENGTH OF IFSTE ON A CASE-BY-CASE BASIS.  HQDA ASSIGNMENT AUTHORITIES WILL ADJUST THE MOVEMENT OF CONUS-BASED SOLDIERS SCHEDULED FOR OCONUS MOVEMENT TO BALANCE STRENGTHS AND MAINTAIN READINESS THROUGHOUT THE FORCE.  THEY WILL ALSO DISSEMINATE SPECIFIC IMPLEMENTING INSTRUCTIONS AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR THIS POLICY VIA SEPARATE MESSAGE.  

D.  FOR OCONUS UNITS NOT IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX, THIS ACTION WILL PROBABLY DICTATE IFSTE, PARTICULARLY IN KOREA, IN THE VERY NEAR FUTURE TO PRECLUDE ADVERSE READINESS IMPACTS.    

7.  SOLDIERS IN OCONUS ALERTED UNITS (PER PARAGRAPGH 1B ABOVE) WITH RFO/AI REPORT DATES WITHIN 60 DAYS OF UNIT ALERT NOTIFICATION WILL COMPLY WITH HQDA RFO/AI AND PROCEED TO CONUS.

PART IV – STOP MOVEMENT ACTIONS FOR ALL ALERTED UNITS IN SUPPORT OF OPLAN XXXX.

8.  THE PROVISIONS OF STOP MOVEMENT DOES NOT AUTHORIZE THE RETENTION OF SOLDIERS BEYOND THEIR CURRENTLY ESTABLISHED SEPARATION DATE, UNLESS AFFECTED BY STOP LOSS.

9.  EXCLUDED FROM THIS POLICY ARE THOSE SOLDIERS:

A.  WITH A NORMALLY SCHEDULED DATE OF SEPARATION BEFORE TERMINATION OF THIS POLICY (UNLESS AFFECTED BY STOP LOSS).

B.  PENDING SEPARATION FOR MEDICAL REASONS.

C.  PENDING INVOLUNTARY SEPARATION OR VOLUNTARY RESIGNATION IN LIEU OF ELIMINATION OR FOR THE GOOD OF THE SERVICE.

D.  MANDATORY RETIREMENTS.

E.  SCHEDULED FOR ASSIGNMENT TO HIGH PRIORITY UNITS AS DETERMINED BY HQDA ASSIGNMENT AUTHORITIES.

F.  ADDITIONAL CATEGORIES AUTHORIZED BY HQDA ASSIGNMENT AUTHORITIES.

G.  PENDING ADVERSE PERSONNEL ACTIONS, TO INCLUDE SEPARATION.
10.  MACOM COMMANDERS MAY EXEMPT OTHER ARMY MILITARY PERSONNEL FROM THIS POLICY WHERE IT IS PRUDENT TO DO SO (E.G., SOLDIER SHIPPED HHG AND POV IN PREPARATION FOR PCS MOVEMENT).  COMMANDERS MAY DELEGATE THIS AUTHORITY TO THE FIRST COLONEL IN THE SOLDIERS CHAIN OF COMMAND AND ALL INSTANCES, CG, PERSCOM WILL BE NOTIFIED OF THIS APPROVAL.

11.  HQDA ASSIGNMENT AUTHORITIES (PERSCOM, TJAG AND CHAPLAIN) WILL DISSEMINATE SPECIFIC IMPLEMENTING INSTRUCTIONS (TO INCLUDE EXCEPTIONS TO THIS POLICY) AND ADDITIONAL REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR THIS POLICY VIA SEPARATE MESSAGE.

12.  COMMANDERS WILL ENSURE THE PROVISIONS OF THIS POLICY RECEIVES WIDEST DISSEMINATION.
