How we’re growing
DoD Actuary figures show that in the year 1900, the retired Soldier population totaled 2,290.  In FY 2007, the Army retired about 2,400 Soldiers a month – 12,717 Active Duty, 16,115 Reserve.  The number of Reserve Soldiers retired is about 27% greater than the number of Active Duty Soldiers retired.
